MINUTES
1. Chairs Welcome The chairman welcomed all to the meeting
2. Present Councillor S Jones-Chairman, Councillor E Parton, Councillor S Dawes, Councillor A Bain, Councillor M Budgen, Councillor M Thorn,
Absent: Councillor M Corrie
Apologies were received from Councillor M Corrie who was in isolation
Also Present Shropshire Councillor C Wild, L Pardoe clerk to the council and one non-resident member of the public.
3. Declaration of Pecuniary Interests There were none at this point.
4. Council to agree the minutes from Meeting in November 2021 It was agreed that these were a true and accurate record of the meeting, proposed by Councillor M Thorn, seconded by Councillor A Bain and agreed by all members present
5. Clerk to report on matters arising not covered on the agenda. The clerk had nothing to report.
6. Report from Shropshire Councillor. Councillor Wild had visited the train at the Buildwas Power Station site. She hoped that it would be able to be used as a travel link to Shrewsbury when the development was complete.
7. Public Session. Standing Orders were lifted to allow the member of the public to speak.
The member of the public started to speak on the planning meeting about the proposed development at Buildwas but was stopped by the Chairman who informed him that both she and Councillor Wild had attended that meeting. The Parish Council had commented on the applications and this would not be discussed until the results have been published.

d) Councillors to set Budget for 2022/2023.Members agreed to set the budget as agreed at a recent finance briefing. Proposed by Councillor M Thorn, seconded by Councillor A Bain and agreed by all members present.
e) Councillors to agree precept for 2022/2023, Members agreed to set the precept at a figure of £8,900.00 for the year 2022/2023 which would mean an increase for residents. The reason being is to cover the cost of extra grass cutting through the year which a number of residents have requested.
12. PARISH MATTERS

a) Councillor to report any parish matters Councillor Thorn reported that trees overhanging on the edge of the road is becoming a problem for drivers and causing visibility issues
b) We have received a complaint from a non-resident about the state of Kynnersley Lane graveyard and the lack of the grass cutting around the graves by the PCC.The chairman had spoken to SALC and they had stated that Parish Councils cannot give money to the church. 
c) Jubilee celebrations update.

Councillor S Dawes updated the members on progress so far. There have been a couple of meetings, Wroxeter Parish, Buildwas Parish are all involved in the preparations. They have a schedule of events to be put in the Under the Wrekin newsletter. They have events arranged for every day of the 4-day celebrations culminating with a Jubilee lunch on Sunday.
Councillor S Jones stated that the Parish Council was intending to plant a tree for the Jubilee.

It was also intended to have a competition for the local children to enter for the best picture of HRH Queen Elizabeth II.
