MINUTES
1. Chairs Welcome, The Chairman welcomed all to the meeting. She asked for a minute’s silence in sympathy with those under attack in the Ukraine
2. Present Councillor S Jones- Chairman, Councillor M Corrie- Vice Chairman, Councillor E Parton, Councillor S Dawes, Councillor A Bain, Councillor M Thorn.
Absent Councillor M Budgen

There were no apologies received.

Also present Shropshire Councillor C Wild, PC Stuart Roberts, L Pardoe clerk to the Council and One non-resident member of the public.
3. Declaration of Pecuniary Interests. There were none at this point. 
4. Council to consider and adopt the New Model Code of Conduct from the LGA. It was unanimously   resolved to adopt this document Proposed by Councillor M Thorn seconded by Councillor S Dawes and agreed by all members present.
5. Council to adopt the Public Participation Protocol. It was unanimously resolved to adopt this document. proposed by Councillor S Jones seconded by Councillor M Corrie and agreed by all members present.
6. Council to agree the minutes from Meeting in January 2022. It was resolved to accept these as a true and accurate record of the meeting. Proposed by Councillor E Parton, seconded by Councillor S Jones and agreed by all members present.
7. Police Report. PC Stuart Roberts spoke on the possibility of Community Speed Watch within the Parish. Leighton have the Speed van to visit both overtly and covertly, he cannot say for certain at the moment how often they will come to do this.
Eaton Constantine is deemed to be too dangerous for the volunteers to safely stand and do  Community Speed Watch to monitor speeds of vehicles travelling through the village.  He stated that the Police also will be in attendance to see what traffic is going through the village and whether it is speeding or not.

He and PCSO Lyne Birch will attempt to get down with the speed gun as often as they are able to.

He reported that VAS signs in the villages with the smiley faces do work as a reminder to drivers that they are in a 30-mph speed zone.

The member of the public left the meeting at this point 8.00pm
There is a burnt-out Honda CRV in a field at the Cressage Crossroads which was believed to have been involved with a crime committed in Bridgnorth but the vehicle is so   badly burnt it is not possible to ascertain this for certain.

The Wildlife Officers are investigating an incident where three slaughtered deer have been found strung up.

The floods have been very bad and the situation was not helped by people ignoring warning signs and trying to drive through flooded roads.

The Chairman thanked him for attending and he left the meeting at 8.15pm.

8. Chairman’s Report. The Chairman reported that they had a lovely tree planting ceremony on Sunday 6th February to commemorate Queen Elizabeth II ascension to the throne 70 years ago in 1952.
She had attended an online meeting for the Parish Council Chairs which she had found very informative. The Police and Crime Commissioner would be attending the next meeting and would be taking questions from those present.
9. Clerk reported that she had sent off some pictures and information on the planting of the Platinum Jubilee Tree and was hopeful that these would be published.
Councillor M Corrie left the meeting at this point.

10. Report from Shropshire Councillor Wild reported that the Parliamentary review is at the second stage of the consultation. The plan is to even up the number of people in the constituencies with probably about 73,000 in each constituency. In the first of the consultations last year about 34,000 people in the whole country responded to the consultation. The second consultation is running from now until the 4th  April. To respond visit 2023 Review | Boundary Commission for England (independent.gov.uk)
The final consultation will take place next year with it likely to become law in Autumn 2023.

There is also likely to be a Parish review with parishes having the opportunity to merge with other neighbouring parishes if they wish to, or to stay as they are. Some parishes are very small and struggle to fill councillor vacancies so this could be an opportunity for them to become more active and dynamic for their residents. If this is something that they wish to do this should ideally be the subject of the Annual Parish meetings to gauge the feelings of the residents.
Buildwas Parish Council have been invited to go on the electric train at the new development site and Councillor Wild will try to arrange so that Councillor S Jones would be allowed to join this event.

There have been 2 or 3 bad accidents at Buildwas recently. There was a Buildwas planning application which has been deferred for 170 caravans on a site in Buildwas and members asked the clerk to obtain the details and forward to them so that the Parish Council could respond to the application.
